Background:  
The California Department of Technology (CDT) currently offers Microsoft (MS) Structured Query Language (SQL) 
Server licensing in Managed Services, CalCloud, and Managed Cloud Services.  Historically, customers have paid for 
SQL Server licenses in one lump sum payment, and have paid for the Software Assurance fees on an annual basis.  

 

What’s New: 
CDT is pleased to announce a new licensing model for MS SQL server licenses, which will have the following impact on 
subscribers: 

Existing MS SQL Server licenses: Customers who have already purchased MS SQL server licenses through 
CDT and are currently in use will not incur additional charges for licenses, and will no longer pay for their 
Software Assurance fees on an annual basis. Software Assurance fees will now be charged monthly, on a pay-
as-you-go basis. 
New MS SQL Server licenses: Customers interested in obtaining MS SQL server licenses in Managed 
Services, CalCloud, or Managed Cloud Services, will be charged for the licenses over a 36 month period. 
Software Assurance fees will also be charged monthly, on a pay-as-you-go basis.   

   
 

Benefits: 
Customers will experience the following benefits as a result of this new licensing model: 

 

 Existing MS SQL server license subscribers now have the flexibility of remaining in the Managed Services 
environment or transferring those licenses to CalCloud Infrastructure as a Service (IaaS) managed or unmanaged 
environment. 

 The cost of new licenses is spread over a 36 month period, as opposed to a lump sum charge, which will increase 
budget flexibility for subscribing customers. 

 If a customer decides to discontinue use of the licenses before the end of the 36 month period, they will not be 
required to pay for the licenses for the remaining months. 

 The Software Assurance costs will be paid monthly, rather than one annual lump sum payment, and only while the 
licenses are in use.    

 Current MS SQL Server customers will automatically be switched to the monthly payment structure for their 
Software Assurance fees, no further action is required.

For 
example: a server with seven cores will require four 2-core packs. 
 
Please note:  Software Assurance is only available for MS SQL Server licenses purchased under the CDT MS 
Enterprise Licensing Agreement.  CDT cannot offer Software Assurance to customers using SQL Server licenses that 
they purchased directly from a vendor.  
 
A service request is required for MS SQL server licenses; please allow a 30 day minimum processing time for new or 
decommission requests.
